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Rules

This document is prepared as a guideline for writing and submitting research proposals. 

Please follow the following rules to submit your research proposal.

1. The proposal must be submitted in English. 

2. Download this document and use the same document to fill in the information for your research proposal. Please use the same format for completing the proposal (i.e. paragraph spacing 1.5, font is Times New Roman and font size 12 except for timeline and budget where font size can be smaller if needed).
3. All information provided should be your own and, if not, then proper referencing must be used. Plagiarism
 is not acceptable, and please no cut and paste. References will be checked by the review committee and PWRDC. 
4. Delete everything in this guideline that is highlighted in grey and replace with the information for the proposal.

5. The proposal (starting from the introduction to the budget) should not exceed 10 pages. 

6. Submit the completed proposal electronically to research@pwrdc.ps
All proposals submitted to PWRDC-UNESCO will be reviewed by a committee according to the criteria employed for selection. You may view the research evaluation form at www.pwrdc.ps.
All research studies, once accepted and completed, are the property of PWRDC. 

PWRDC will be responsible for the design and publication of the studies as seen appropriate under the name of PWRDC as well as the name of the organization or individual conducting the research. 
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Organization’s Background

Length:
(1-2 paragraphs)

Content:
Describe the organization’s background, vision, goals, and provide a description of previous research studies conducted. The CVs of the research team will be requested at the end of this document after the reference list.

If you do not belong to an organization and are submitting as an individual, do not fill in this section. Simply provide your CV after the Reference List as indicated in the Table of Contents. 
Introduction

Length:
1-2 pages

Content:
Describes the importance of the research, the research question, the hypothesis and the objectives of the research.
Literature Review
Length:
1-2 pages

Content:
Use a minimum of 5 peer-reviewed articles
 to review similar research conducted on the subject. Secondary sources, such as websites or UN reports can also be used but can not replace the minimum requirement of 5 peer-reviewed articles. Studies from Palestine and the Middle East are of priority; however, studies from other developing countries and even developed countries can be used if relevant to the topic. Each sentence in the literature review should be referenced using APA style (last name, year of publication) with a corresponding list of references at the end of the document. See http://www.liu.edu/cwis/cwp/library/workshop/citapa.htm for more details. Do not cut and paste information from other sources. 
For quantitative research, this review should be used as a guide to creating the questionnaire in order to select the variables found to be of significance in other studies that should be included in the analysis of the research. For qualitative research, the review would provide a guide to establishing the qualitative tools and questions. The review can also help us to be aware of the limitations that may arise from doing similar research.

Length:
1-2 pages

Content:
This section should include in detail: 
· Sampling design, how the sample size was calculated or selected

· Sampling procedure

· Any predicted limitations
· Describe the ethical considerations that will be taken for conducting the research. How will you address confidentiality, obtain consent
, and address vulnerable populations you may survey (such as children). 
** If you are using secondary data and not conducting your own data collection; provide a description of the methods used by the data source. 
Analysis plan

Length:
1-2 paragraphs
Content:
General overview of how the data will be analyzed.
If quantitative research, what main variables will be looked at? Will it be only descriptive? Will there be multivariate type analysis and if so, what kind?

If qualitative, what are the main themes that will be analyzed? 
Having an analysis plan before gathering data is important in order to envision what the data gathering tools should include and how you plan to proceed.

Provide CVs of each member of the research team highlighting previous research experience. 
� Taking direct quotes, concepts or ideas from another author and claiming them as your own.


� Articles that have been rigorously reviewed by a select team of academics or specialists and are published in well-known and respected journals


� Confidentiality is ensuring that the information the interviewee provides can not be traced back to them, this can be done by placing a number on the questionnaire for example instead of their name. The name and the number given to the interviewee can be placed on a consent form that is signed by the interviewee indicating that they agree to participate in the research. 
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
